GE Consumer & Industrial and BJB will reveal the first results of their collaboration into miniature HID systems at Milan’s Intel fair this month:  the new CMH Supermini system which will be proudly displayed on the BJB booth.

The CMH Supermini is a new miniature 20 watt ConstantColor CMH™   lamp of  a size similar to 50 and 75 watt tungsten halogen lamps, with superior lumen output. At the heart of the system is the pioneering GE 20W arctube technology – first revealed in 2000, which has now been further improved with recent advances in metal halide chemistry to give lifetimes up to 12000 hours together with improved colour stability and lumen maintenance. The unique GE design results in an efficacy of over 80 lumens per watt, 20% greater than competitive low wattage HID  lamps.

Included in the design is a new Twist and Lock base construction which inserts into a new BJB lampholder – developed as a result of close collaboration between the GE and BJB Engineering teams. This provides a very robust system which minimises pin breakage and allows for accurate location of the arctube within the luminaire optics.

The CMH Supermini is the latest in a long line of developments around GE’s CMH 20 Watt technology. Last month new PAR20 lamps won ‘Best New HID Product at New York’s Lightfair tradeshow, the second consecutive year that 20 Watt CMH products have won this prestigious award. Further developments will be announced shortly including smaller variations on the integral reflector format.

GE is fully committed to standardising this, and other new lamp formats via industry bodies, which will mean a greater choice and guarantee of availability for end users. In the same spirit, GE 20 watt ConstantColor CMH™  lamps are approved by GE as compatible with a wide range of commercially available electronic ballasts.
