GE Consumer & Industrial unveils new 35W options in ConstantColorTM CMH range, consolidating leading role in miniature HID technology

Frankfurt April 2008 - GE Consumer & Industrial has launched 35w versions of its ConstantColor™ CMH MR16 and Supermini Lamps — the smallest range of ceramic metal halide lamps available – further consolidating its position at the leading edge of low watt miniature HID lighting technology. 

The launch of the two new lamps completes the ConstantColor™ range of miniature lamps launched with 20w versions in 2006, and represents a further development of the pioneering technology on which they were based.

Both the MR16 ‘Precise’ and the Supermini provide two colour temperatures, with a unique 4200k offering allowing significantly expanded opportunities for retail applications, in addition to the standard 3000k.  Additionally the new products have significantly improved colour rendition, each being rated at both 930 and 942.

The new GE CMH 35w lamps, which have the same compatibility as a standard CMH 35W products, offer outstanding energy efficiency with 58% reduction in energy costs (31 euros saved per annum per fixture) and CO2 emissions (133 kgs saved per annum per fixture) compared to a 100W halogen lamp.

The 35w Supermini lamp is small enough and sufficiently bright to provide an energy-friendly replacement for 100w tungsten halogen display lamps in a retail environment. In addition to energy and cost savings it boasts superior lumen output, and produces a crisper, stronger light in comparison.

The Supermini CMH represents further efficiency of GE’s three-part arctube system, proven to give class leading average lifetimes up to 12,000 hours for extended relamp cycles over competitor products. At the same time it promises great reliability and improved through-life colour stability – one of the key achievements of the GE technology. 

The 35w Supermini lamp, which is identical in size and shape to its 20w counterpart, includes the same GU 6.5 Twist and Lock base construction that inserts into a lampholder originally developed in collaboration with BJB Engineering teams. The GU6.5 system is robust and durable, easy to install, and provides precise positioning of the lamp for excellent optical control within luminaires. 

The 35W ConstantColor™ CMH Precise MR16 shares the same technology as the 35W Supermini. This integral reflector lamp has all the advantages of the CMH 35W Supermini with high efficiency, extended life of 12000 hours and improved colour rendition. The lamp is designed with a GX10 base, a standard format which is compatible with fixtures designed for existing HID reflector lamps.

CMH Precise MR16 lamps offer multiple beam spreads of 12 degrees, 25 degrees and 40 degrees, providing the lighting designer with a wide range of options and lighting angles.

Indoor or outdoor applications for lamps in the ConstantColor™ range include retail and accent lighting that uses spot, track or down lighting, mini-floodlighting, addressing functions from general retail display to the precision presentation of jewellery and cosmetics. 

GE is fully committed to standardising all new lamp formats via industry bodies, which will mean a greater choice and guarantee of availability for end users.
