New GE miniature T2 CFL lamps prove that energy efficiency and high lumens can come in small packages

Frankfurt April 2008 – Being small can be a big deal, which is the case with GE Consumer & Industrial’s range of miniature screw-in T2 CFL lamps. The new lamps are an excellent incandescent replacement as they deliver superior energy efficiency of as much as 80 percent more than standard incandescent bulbs with lumens that compare favorable to their comparable incandescent bulbs. GE’s T2 lamps feature some of the industry’s smallest CFL offerings to make them compatible with a wide range of fixtures. All new CFL T2 lamp will be available in September of 2008. 

Incandescent Replacements

GE miniature T2 spiral lamps now come in 8W, 12W and 15Wtypes and are EST approved. They are suitable for small, decorative fixtures and provide flicker–free start, warm and pleasing incandescent–like color and excellent lumen maintenance over an 8,000–hour rated life. The range has been extended with 20W and 23W, which will be available for the 2008 lighting season.

A new miniature candle CFL with its similar size to an incandescent candle is another suitable replacement. It offers 6,000 hours of life for reduced relamping and a range of 5W to 7W. The lamps are also specified for EST approval.
The 5W and 7W spherical CFL lamps provide a simple, direct incandescent replacement in appropriate light bulb fittings of round bulbs, classic bulbs and globe bulbs. GE’s spherical CFL lamps have a 6,000-hour rated life and the same diameter as incandescent spherical bulbs. They are specified for EST approval. 

New small size reflector CFL lamps provide further CFL reflector miniaturization in a size comparable to incandescent reflector bulbs. GE offers R50 and R63 types with 6,000 hours of life and a range of 7W to 11W.

GE’s new T2 Soft and GLS shape CFL lamps come in a comprehensive range of 8W, 12W and 15W and are the same size or smaller than their incandescent counterparts. These energy class A lamps offer 6,000 hours of life.

GU 10 Halogen Replacement

For retrofitting existing GU10 halogen fixtures, GE Consumer & Industrial offers a new CFL GU10 lamp that provides 80 percent energy savings and a longer life of 6,000 hours (compared to 2,000 hours for halogen lamps). The 7W CFL GU10 is equivalent to a 20W halogen and the 9W CFL GU10 is equivalent to 35W halogen GU10 lamps. The CFL GU10 lamps have lower heat emission than halogen lamps so they are suitable for mounting even where insulation is present. They also feature a wider beam width of 120o compared to 36o for halogen, which allows fewer lamps to illuminate the same area.
