
Nestled on the waterfront in the heart of historic Cannery Row,
just a short drive from California’s world-famous Pebble Beach,
sits the elegant 285-room Monterey Plaza Hotel, a year-round
resort.

“When we evaluated replacing all the 20- and 40-watt R 
incandescent lamps in the hotel, we had to consider a number 
of factors,” explained George Larsen, hotel chief engineer. 
“While our first objective was to save energy, savings that 
translates directly to the bottom line, we also wanted to maintain
the same high-quality environment our corporate and vacation
guests have come to expect.”

The Monterey Plaza Hotel converted all 300 40-watt R40 
incandescent lamps in the guest room entry halls to 21-watt 
GE 2DTM compact fluorescent lamps, and all 250 R20 incandescent
lamps in guest foyers and hallways to 13-watt 2D lamps. The 2D
lamp offers energy efficiency, uniform light distribution, high
light output—up to 150-watt incandescent equivalent, as well as
up to 10,000 hours of lamp life.

“We soon noticed the benefits of the relamping,” Larsen noted.
“Energy use was cut significantly; almost 50 percent with the new
21-watt lamps and over 25 percent with the 13-watters. We also
noticed an improvement in light levels in both areas. Finally the
time allocated for lamp maintenance was cut because of the new
lamp’s longer life. We estimate we’ve added 25 percent of a 
man-year for other maintenance work without having to increase
staff. That’s what I call a ‘win-win’ situation for everyone.”
