
It started out in 1994 as a 200-room hotel and casino complex.
Since then, Sam’s Town Hotel & Gambling Hall has grown 
significantly and is now a 1.1 million sq. ft., 860 luxury room
resort hotel and gaming hall at Casino Strip Resorts, just south 
of Memphis, Tennessee. Here, they now offer Las Vegas-type
entertainment to guests from throughout the south.

“As the hotel complex expanded, we looked for ways to save 
energy,” said Tim Lowell, assistant facilities manager at Sam’s
Town. “While conservation was important, at the same time we
had to maintain the luxurious environment our guests had come
to expect here.”

Sam’s Town Hotel & Gambling Hall has begun replacing all 
90-watt incandescent lamps in the night stand table lamps and
floor lamps in the guest rooms with new 21-watt GE 2DTM compact
fluorescent lamps. The 2D lamp offers energy efficiency, uniform
light distribution, high light output—up to 150-watt incandescent
equivalent—as well as up to 10,000 hours of lamp life.

“Hotel management has been very pleased with the conversion,”
Lowell noted proudly. “We’ve cut energy use over 75 percent, the
savings translate directly to our bottom line. Plus, longer lamp
life means significantly less lamp replacement work for our
housekeeping staff. Finally, if needed, we can add accessories in
the guest rooms without having to add new electrical service to
the property.”
